The Team
vets proposals, responds to federal and state requests for information,
and provides the overall direction for state hydrogen and fuel cell
initiatives. The Team is comprised of representatives from all

SCHEFCA Partners.

Codes, Standards and Permitting Team

The SCHFCA Codes, Standards and Permitting Working Team

was created to assess the regulatory processes that affect hydrogen in
South Carolina. The Team recommends actions that will reduce or
eliminate existing practices that inhibit the acceptance of hydrogen

as an energy carrier in our state’s communities. Participants include
Savannah River National Laboratory, The University of South
Carolina, South Carolina Research Authority, The South Carolina
Energy Office, and The Office of the State Fire Marshal. Participation
with the team is offered to all Partners of the SCHFCA.

Communications Team

The SCHFCA Communications Team works under the direction of the
SCHFCA Communications Director to develop, guide and implement
communications and outreach strategies on behalf of the SCHFCA.
The team is composed of communications specialists from each of the
SCHFCAs Partners and holds 2-3 on-site planning meetings per year to
develop the SCHFCA Communications Strategy. Frequent conference
calls are also held to discuss and guide SCHFCA branding, messaging

and member support.

Such
teams assist the Staff and provide input into how
the hydrogen economy will evolve in

South Carolina.
